G.S.R. (E). - In exercise of the powers conferred by section 157 of the Customs
Act, 1962 (52 of 1962), the Central Board of Excise and Customs hereby makes the
following regulations further to amend the Courier Imports and Exports (Clearance)
Regulations, 1998, namely :-

1. (1) These regulations may be called the Courier Imports and
Exports(Clearance) Amendment Regulations, 2010.

(2)  They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official
Gazette.

2: In the Courier Imports and Exports (Clearance) Regulations, 1998, (herein
after referred to as the said regulations) in regulation 5 in sub-regulation (3), -

(i) after the words “the Authorized Courier”, the words “or his agent who
has passed the examination referred to in regulation 8 or regulation 19 of the
Customs House Agents Licensing Regulations, 2004” shall be inserted,;

(ii) in the first proviso, for the words “ or with the concurrence of the
Authorised Courier”, the words “or his agent who has passed the examination
referred to in regulation 8 or regulation 19 of the Customs House Agents
Licensing Regulations, 2004 or ” shall be substituted:;

(i)  in the second proviso, after clause (v) the following shall be inserted,
namely:-

‘(vi) goods having a declared value of more than one lakh rupees.”
3. In regulation 6 of said regulations, in sub-regulation (3), after the words
“Authorized Courier”, the words “or his agent who has passed the examination
referred to in regulation 8 or regulation 19 of the Customs House Agents Licensing
Regulations, 2004” shall be inserted;

4, Regulation 8 of the said regulations shall be numbered as sub-regulation (1)
